What is a CGT?

Intersection design where
one major street direction

of travel (the top side of the
“T") can pass through the
intersection without stopping
and the opposite major street
direction of travel is typically
controlled by a traffic signal

When should a CGT
be considered?

m At intersections with three legs

m At intersections with heavy
through traffic volumes
on the major street

m At intersections with moderate
to low left-turn traffic
volumes on the side street
