As aresident of Harrisonburg, I approve the Alternative-24-road plan over the Alternatlve 2
plan for two reasons - the total cost (18.7 million less) and 36 less potential residential relocations.

I suggest a new two-lane road (as I've put on the enclosed map) to join two-lane Rt. 253 at
curve in the road and Rt. 33 at Rt. 276 intersection. I understand this has been looked at but rejected
because of the Historical District. Please consider a second look. I think a two-lane road is adequate
and will not disrupt the Historical District. This would give a much needed West to East route and -
ease Rt. 33 traffic between Rt. 704 stoplight and Rt. 276 stoplight. (Just imagine traveling from the
Bridgewater/Mt. Crawford area [West] to Penn Laird [East] and bypassing the heavy traffic around
Harrisonburg and. the new Rockingham Memorial Hospital.) The cost could be paid for by not moving
the Rt. 704 stoplight farther east. That move is not needed to align with Rt. 704 - Alternative 2 plan
and to eliminate two curves. Other reasons for my suggestion are:

® The road could go stfaight to Reservoir Road and Rockingham Memorial Hospital
and shorten emergency vehicle’s travel time from Harrisonburg and Rt 33 East to
Rockingham Memorial Hospital. .

® The grade level would be higher and better.

® Moving the light farther would mean more curves énd a steep grade frbm the low -
point crossing Rt. 704, and going between homes and up a steep grade to get to the
back of the homes near the tree line. - :
