Exxon Mobil Corporation (“ExxonMobil™) has forwarded to me the notice of

the Public Hearing on the plans for Telegraph Road and Mulligan Road. 1

serve as Special Counsel to ExxonMobil in connection with some of its real estate
matters. ExxonMobil has also contracted with an engineering consultant to review the
available plans and to provide analysis of the impact of the proposed plans. Be aware
that while the consultant and I make recommendations to ExxonMobil, neither of us are
authorized to settle any matter without ExxonMobil's approval. For future reference, you
may contact me at the address that below my name, or via this email address.

After extensive review of VDOT's plans, we have determined that the current plans will
have a major impact on the ExxonMobil service station, to the point that the business will
have to close unless the proposed medians on Route 235/Mt. Vernon Memorial Highway
and Route 1/Richmond Highway are opened to allow left turns in and out of the site. A
substantial portion of customers make left turns in and out of the site on both sides, and
critically, the tanker delivery trucks make a left turn into the site from Mt. Vernon
Memorial Highway, If the medians are placed as proposed, to restrict to right in/right out,
it will rake the site no longer suitable for use as service station.

Please consider revising the plans to allow full ingress and egress.
Otherwise, ExxonMobil will be forced to file a claim against VDOT for a total taking of

its business if the construction as planned occurs.
