Site Specific Details:

This intersection has poor storage for traffic
desiring to travel south on Cemetery Road
(Route 633) due to an existing railroad track
that runs parallel with Route 11. Currently
there is no east bound storage lane and the
west bound lane turning lane is a shared right-
left turn lane. The proposed addition of an
east bound turning lane would allow traffic
along Route 11 to continue to flow freely with-
out impedance to traffic waiting to enter south
bound Cemetery Road. The proposed refine-
ment of a west bound turning lane will be ded-
icated to traffic desiring entry to south bound
Cemetery Road and still accommodate traffic
desiring entry to commercial facilities.

2. All sign and roadway improvements
shown are conceptual only, and shall be de-
signed in accordance with the latest edition of
the Virginia Department of Transportation
Roadway Design Manual.
